We are committed to the privacy and confidentiality of information provided by 
you to us. This Privacy Statement describes our current policies and practices 
with regard to Personal Data collected by us from you directly and/or through the 
website to the extent that such Personal Data is protected by applicable United 
States and European data protection laws.

ANONYMOUS DATA COLLECTED THROUGH THIS WEBSITE

We may also perform IP lookups to determine which domain you are coming 
from (i.e: aol.com, yourcompany.com) to more accurately gauge our users' 
demographics.  

DISCLOSURE OF YOUR PERSONAL DATA 

We do not share, sell license, trade, rent or distribute your Personal Data with 
unrelated third parties, except as otherwise provided for in this Privacy Statement 
and under these limited circumstances: 

• In order to provide you with the information or products which you have 
requested, Personal Data may occasionally be transferred or shared with 
other companies within our group of companies or third party 
intermediaries who act for us for further processing in accordance with the 
purposes for which the data was originally collected or for purposes to 
which you have subsequently consented. For example, sometimes a third 
party may have access to your Personal Data in order to support our 
information technology or to handle mailings on our behalf. As such, we 
may share information with third party intermediaries (e.g., United Parcel 
Service, Federal Express, Visa, MasterCard, Discover, American Express) 
for shipping and billing  purposes only. Only the information necessary to 
provide these services will be shared with the third party intermediaries;

parties. The third party intermediaries are further prohibited from using 
your personally identifiable information for any other purpose.
